Students who wish to minor in Africana Studies must complete a
minimum of 18 credits, including Introduction to Africana Studies
(AS.362.112) and one of the two Africana Foundations courses. Elective
courses would make up the remaining 12 hours. Three of the electives
must be upper-level courses. Courses taken at another institution that are
not directly equivalent to a JHU course may not apply towards the minor
without permission of the Director of Undergraduate Studies. All courses
must be taken for a letter grade and be completed with a grade of C- or

better.
